OLD BUSINESS

1. Weiner Roast—It went well.  About half of the school families attended.  The left over hot dogs were sold to athletics for concessions.
2. Pumpkin Decorating Contest—This was a new event held.  Students were invited to bring a decorated pumpkin to school to enter in the contest.  Winners were announced at coffee and donuts and small donated dollar store items were given as prizes.
3. Teacher Request—Officers are working on a more consistent process to handle requests and the amount of money to be set aside each year.  This will be discussed again at an upcoming meeting.
NEW BUSINESS
1. Schwann Sale—This will take place on Friday, November 11, 2011.
2. Teacher Luncheons—Susan Cler has contacted the room mothers and they are organizing these.  The Pre-K is doing the luncheon on November 22.
3. Christmas Caroling—The Hughes’s hayrack is no longer available so there was discussion about where we could borrow another hayrack (Charlie Decker was suggested).  Other suggestions included walking, using pick-up trucks or trailers, or discontinuing this event.  Ann Case will do a flyer to send home with students to gather information on what families think about this event.  It would be held December 4th at 5:00 PM.
4. Catholic Schools Week—There was discussion about whether to hold a dance for a kick-off event again on Saturday, January 28.  A chairperson would be needed for this event.  Some thought it was better with a DJ.  Diane Ducey did it last year for tips instead of charging a fee.  Another suggestion was to have a movie night with families bringing a snack to share.  Perhaps a double feature so families with younger kids could watch a shorter, appropriate movie and take little ones home, while a second movie could be geared towards older kids who can stay up later.  Ann will add a request for feed-back and a chairperson for this event to the flyer about caroling.
The PTO will provide Skateland for grades K-8 on Friday, Feb. 3, from 12-2.  Options for getting the students there in time to skate at 12:00 included seeing if  Skateland would do a deal for a slice of pizza and a drink or letting kids take their lunches there so they wouldn’t have to eat at school before leaving.

The PTO will provide popcorn, juice, and a movie for the pre-school since they don’t go to Skateland.  Bridgett Bollman will get the snack.  They are planning on having it on Thursday, Feb. 2

5. Mission—Officers are working on revising a PTO mission statement.  Give any ideas or suggestions to Ann Case.
6. Math Incentive Program—PTO would like to sponsor sometime after Catholic Schools Week.  This needs to be coordinated with the teachers.
